THE ANALYSIS OF THE DENTAL CARE TO CHILDREN IN DENTAL CARIES
AT THE SYSTEM OF OBLIGATORY MEDICAL INSURANCE

Dental care, provided in the system of medical insurance for children in 2011-2013, not exactly corresponded
to the temporary version of Federal standard of care at that moment. Much less were provided services of x-ray
diagnostics, block anesthesia. Range of filling materials was less diverse. The frequency of the use of domestic cement
4.3 times higher than the recommended standard. To ensure the high quality of the discussed types of aid required the
implementation of a constant search for clinically and economically sound technologies and methods of organization
and management capacity of dental care.

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The article performs data on vital activity restrictions for female patients of various age groups with urine incontinence
receiving follow up care in policlinics and in twenty-four-hour stay establishments. The survey was conducted by such criteria
of vital restrictions as movement disturbances, communication, self-service, training, orientation disorders, working ability and
behavior control decrement. The results of the survey show that all the parameters of vital activity restrictions for middle-aged
and aged respondent patients receiving follow up care in policlinics are worse than those for respondents in twenty-four-hour
stay establishments; age-dependent reliable growth of all the parameters of vital activity restrictions for patients with urine
incontinence is confirmed as well. The received data show, that urine incontinence in middle and old age is accompanied by
restriction of all vital activity parameters, what leads to social isolation of women and justifies the necessity to develop for
women suffering from such pathology an algorithm of diagnostics and follow up care with assistance of psychologists.

STUDYING OF THE GENERAL PSYCHOLOGICAL WELLBEING IN ELDERLY
WOMEN WITH THE URINE INCONTIENCE

Research objective — studying of the general psychological wellbeing at women of advanced age with an urine
incontience. The scale “An index of the general psychological wellbeing” who allows to regard the psychological
status of the elderly person with an urine incontience on the following positions was applied: alarm, depression, self-
checking, general health, social wellbeing and vital energy. The comparative analysis of parameters of the general
wellbeing at women of middle and advanced age showed that the general health, level of alarm and a depression,
emotional wellbeing, vital energy reliable worse at patients of advanced age with an urine incontience, than at
patients of middle age. Such age - dependent decrease in psychological wellbeing in women with urine incontience
does necessary for rendering the qualitative help attraction in structure of medical team of other experts, including
psychologists.

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Prevalence of such geriatric syndromes as hypomobility syndrome, malnutrition syndrome, cognitive disabilities
syndrome, bedsores syndrome, obstipation syndrome, falling syndrome, sarcopenias, pain syndrome, dementias,
anxious-depressive syndrome, sleep disturbance syndrome, frailty, psychological difficulties is analyzed in the article
on the basis of the results of specialized geriatric examination of middle-aged and aged women suffering from urine
incontinence and receiving follow up care in policlinics or in twenty-four-hour stay establishments. When comparing
results of specialized geriatric examination of middle-aged and aged patients with urine incontinence reliable age
dependent growth of geriatric syndromes prevalence was confirmed. The article uncovers the fact that the system
of geriatric syndromes considering is not represented in the existing framework of providing medical care for aged
women with urine incontinence what leads to absence of age oriented algorithms of early diagnostics, correction and
dispensary follow up of patients of this age group.
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
